ORDINANCE 2011-14 

 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF UNION,  

HUNTERDON COUNTY, NEW JERSEY  
RECOGNIZING THE PATTENBURG RESCUE SQUAD, INC. 

AS AN AGENCY OF THE TOWNSHIP OF UNION 
 

  WHEREAS, the Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. was duly incorporated as a non-profit corporation 
of the State of New Jersey on July 12, 1976, and prior to that date supplied rescue and first aid services under the 
aegis of the Pattenburg Volunteer Fire Company going back to the 1950’s; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Constitution and By-Laws of the Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. state that the 
organization was formed for the purpose of rendering aid to the sick, injured, or disabled and to save life 
regardless of race, color, creed or station in life and to answer all fire calls; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. has faithfully fulfilled the above described purposes 
during its entire existence, in service to the residents and visitors of Union Township and nearby communities; 
and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. has always been located in the Township of Union, 
Hunterdon County, New Jersey; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. has been financially supported by the Union Township 
for many years and has always been recognized as the primary First Aid and Rescue Squad of the Township of 
Union and a de facto agency of the Township government for the delivery of such emergency services; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Township and the Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. wish to formally recognize the 
relationship of the rescue squad as an agency of Union Township’s government, and good cause appearing;   
 
 NOW, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Union, in the County of 
Hunterdon, State of New Jersey as follows: 
 

1. Recognition.  The Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. (“Rescue Squad”) is hereby recognized and 
designated as the First Aid and Rescue Squad of the Township of Union, which organization is and 
shall continue to be eligible to receive funding and other support as permitted by law from the 
Township of Union.   
 

2. Duties and responsibilities.  The Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. shall provide first aid, rescue and 
emergency medical services to the residents of, and visitors to, the Township of Union, and such 
services to other individuals pursuant to mutual aid agreements and jurisdictional agreements as may 
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be in effect from time to time between the Rescue Squad and other emergency medical services and 
First Aid and Rescue Squads or their relevant associations, organizations, or the relevant agencies of 
the County of Hunterdon or State of New Jersey. 

 
3. Organization.  The Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. shall be organized and operated in accordance 

with its current Constitution and By-Laws as may be amended from time to time, and also in 
accordance with such ordinances and regulations as may be adopted by Union Township that are 
applicable to the conduct and operations of the Rescue Squad and other emergency organizations 
operating in the Township.  
 

4. Membership list.  The Rescue Squad shall, at least annually, provide the Municipal Clerk with an 
updated list of the names, addresses and positions of all members of the rescue squad and their years 
of service with the organization. 

 
5. Financial contributions; reports.  The Union Township Committee may make annual voluntary 

contributions to the Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc. in accordance with NJS40:5-2 or other applicable 
law.  Whenever such a financial contribution is made to the Rescue Squad, the Chief Financial 
Officer of Union Township shall receive an audit performed by a Certified Public Accountant or a 
Registered Municipal Accountant of the Rescue Squad’s financial records for the current year which 
shall certify to the Union Township Committee that such records are being maintained in accordance 
with sound accounting principles. 

 
6. Insurance coverage.  The Union Township Committee may effect and maintain  insurance with any 

insurance company authorized to do business in this state, which the Township Committee deems 
necessary or desirable for the protection, safety or welfare of Union Township and the Pattenburg 
Rescue Squad Inc.  The Township Committee may, in its discretion, pay the entire costs of such 
insurance or such portion thereof as it may consider to be advisable. 

 
(a.) Covering the motor vehicles, equipment and apparatus of the Rescue Squad against loss or 

damage however caused, and/or against all liability arising from the ownership, use or 
operation of their motor vehicles, equipment and apparatus.     

 
(b.) Providing worker’s compensation coverage for the volunteers of the Rescue Squad. 

 
7. Other emergency organizations; jurisdiction.  The Pattenburg Rescue Squad Inc., through its 

appropriate officers, is hereby authorized to enter into mutual aid and jurisdictional agreements with 
other emergency, first aid and rescue organizations or agencies for the provision of emergency 
services to any portions of Union Township not currently covered by the Rescue Squad, subject, 
however, to the approval of the Union Township Committee should it choose to exercise such right of 
approval.   

 
8. Severability.  If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be 

adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subdivision, clause of 
provision so adjudged and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 
 

9. Repealer.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the Ordinance 
are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.   

 
10. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall take effect after final passage, adoption and publication 

according to law.

RESOLUTION OPPOSING S-2795 AND A-3835, CONCERNING ENFORCEMENT RESPONSIBILITY 
OF STATE HOUSING CODE UNDER THE “HOTEL AND MULTIPLE DWELLING LAW” 

 
 WHEREAS, on June 29th S-2795 passed the State Senate by a vote of 23-13-4, and now rests with its 
Assembly companion, A-3835, with the Assembly Housing and Local Government Committee; and 
 

WHEREAS, S-2795 and A-3835 would prohibit municipalities from adopting ordinances requiring 
periodic inspections of multiple dwellings other than those conducted by the State under the “Hotel and Multiple 
Dwelling Law”; and  
 

WHEREAS, S-2795 and A-3835 would prohibit municipalities from charging separate fees for the 
registration of multiple dwellings; and 

 
 WHEREAS, according to a fiscal estimate prepared by the non-partisan Office of Legislative Services S-
2795 and A-3835 will decrease municipal revenues and potentially decrease municipal expenditures; and 
 
  WHEREAS, S-2795 and A-3835 would eliminate local control over the inspection of multiple dwellings 
which is not in the public’s best interests; and  
 

WHEREAS, landlord registration of any rental unit, regardless of whether a portion is owner-occupied 
could continue but a municipality would be prohibited from charging a registration fee thereby raising cost 
without any revenue off-set; and  
 

WHEREAS, municipalities could continue to issue “Continuing Certificates of Occupancy” upon an 
inspection following termination of occupancy in a rental unit, but would be preempted by the bill from having or 
adopting ordinances under which periodic inspections of multiple dwellings would be made; and 
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WHEREAS, such landlord registrations and “Continuing Certificates of Occupancy” are conducted for 

the public safety and welfare of the citizens of our municipality; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Union that 
enactment of S-2795 and A-3835 will decrease municipal revenues and place yet another financial burden on 
already strained New Jersey Municipalities, and will take away local control over the inspection of multiple 
dwellings, which is not in the best interest of our residents.

WHEREAS,  the Open Public Records Act (OPRA) (N.J.S.A. 47:1A-1 et seq.) was adopted to assure the public’s 
access to sufficient information to enable it to understand and evaluate the actions of public bodies by making 
accessible for inspection or copying all government records; and  
 
WHEREAS,  since the adoption of OPRA, there has been an escalating series of requests by private sector firms 
from all over the nation for voluminous public records, already freely accessible to the general public through 
government websites, with the intent of selling said information to the general public for a profit; and  
 
WHEREAS, said information is already freely available to the public on government websites; and  
 
WHEREAS,  this information freely obtained for resale to the public involves an extra cost to the general public, 
once upon its creation by government employees, second upon extraction, copying and frequently, conversion to 
specific formats by government employees, and thirdly by sale to the same public who have already paid twice for 
this information; and  
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WHEREAS, this constitutes additional substantial costs to the taxpaying public solely to benefit a private entity; 
and  
 
WHEREAS, in the new renaissance of fiscal responsibility, unnecessary expenses by government should strictly 
be curtailed. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Union, County of 
Hunterdon that the current Open Public Records Act be amended to preserve its original intent and reduce 
expenses to the public by providing that in situation where the requested documents are already available to the 
public on a downloadable government website, regardless of format, a referral of the requestor to the said website 
shall fully comply with the OPRA obligation of the governmental unit, with no need to convert the data contained 
therein to any other format; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Committee of the Township of Union requests as follows:  
 

1. That Hunterdon County’s Legislators draft and introduce such legislation; and 
2. That the President of the State Senate and the Speaker of the State Assembly urge adoption of such 

legislation; and  
3. That the Governor Chris Christie sign and execute such legislation upon its adoption; and  
4. That all Counties in the State and all municipalities of Hunterdon County adopt and distribute similar
